	KP received a disconnection notice from E-On relating to electricity supply in the newly re-furbed building. Made contact with them and agreed that a standing charge plus usage is payable from the time they upgraded the supply box (30th June). Cost will be roughly 20p per day for the standing charge plus usage.

	Plumber to fit tap for newly refurbished building. KP to get costing finalised with Tony Eaton and then arrange to get work done.

	Councillor Martin has heard from Councillor Gomm that he would take all the rubbish away. Need to clarify when/how this will be done or press ahead with a skip and get it done ourselves. KP to draft a letter to Councillor Gomm asking for him to confirm it will include all rubbish and there will be no charge.

	KP drafted a letter to Mrs. Woodward for permission to lay hedge, new fencing and drains, this was sent mid Jan but no response to date. Sue Mordue is following up with a further note.

	Hedge laying was approved by the PC at £950 by Robert Tuckwell & Sons, with a £500 grant from the AVDC Biodiversity Dept.

	Fencing for nature trail and pond by Jim Tattam were approved by the PC at £780. Including materials the total cost will be approximately £1,443, this was also approved.
	

	17
	The PC also approved in principle 2 x bins £300, signage £500, 2 x benches £400, wire mesh for platform £100 and skip £190. Detailed quotes will require full approval.
	

	18
	Tom Dancer is to be asked, through the PC, to confirm he will regularly cut down thistles before they seed, to prevent invasion of the sports field.

	Need to get quotes from the contractors who previously quoted for the car park, to quote for the new layout for the car park. This should be in two parts, as we can do the area around and beyond the cricket nets but not from the gates towards the site of the new pavilion.

	TL produced two quotes for 1.8m of green chain link fence. The first 44m to shield the vehicles and parking adjacent to the nets £485.70 + VAT, plus £300 labour, the second 42m to protect cars parked behind the football pitch goal, at £395.50 + VAT, plus £250 labour. TL also quoted £25 each for 9 trees (£225) in front of the second fence.
