	Richard John (one of the neighbours from The Granary) joined the meeting to review and discuss the planning application for the new pavilion. He represented residents whose properties are adjacent to the sports field. The residents felt the building, in its current proposed position, would affect their views and that they would therefore likely object. He asked if we could consider placing it on the other side of the field. The working party agreed to do this. He also expressed concerns about the amount of parking available on site. The current plans allow for 12 spaces, which could be insufficient, and would lead to parking on the Granborough Road, which could be a safety hazard.

	It was agreed that we would look into the possibility of locating the pavilion on the far side of the cricket nets, adjacent to the Granborough Road. We would firstly approach our planning officer to ask if they would have any concerns with the proposed new location. Other issues would be the additional cost of running services to the site, the cost of a longer path for access and the suitability of the drainage ditch for dispersal of the treated sewage. We would also consider creating additional parking on the original location of the proposed pavilion.
